There were many individual successes last year from those who made it into the county development squads. A record number of players from Brentwood succeeded last year as we continue to make our presence felt at a county level for both girls and boys.

This year there are some changes to the county set up and hopefully we can help you negotiate your way through them as there are different squads at different age groups and different competitions being organized.

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TRAINING TIMES  & WHAT DO YOU NEED TO BRING?

Minis training  for U14s is on Sundays from 10.00 am to 12.00 am at the Astroturf at Sawyers Hall College in Sawyers Lane. This runs from early September until the final tournament. There is no training at Christmas and Easter and also on the Sunday of the Brentwood half marathon as we cannot get access to the pitch ( this year the Brentwood half marathon is on the 20th March. ) Additionally on some weekends there is an Alliance Sports mini hockey league game. Apart from this we will train every Sunday. If it is very wet, or if the pitch is frozen then there is no point in training as there is very little cover .

What do you need?

Coaches ask that players bring

1. Warm clothing and a waterproof top

2. Shin pads

3. A mouth guard is recommended ( do not worry if you do not have one for the first few sessions )

4. A drink in a sports bottle possibly a  high energy snack ( banana, jaffa cakes) also

We have plenty of spare sticks so do not worry if you have no stick.

If it is the first session of the year or your first session please fill in registration form so we have your up to date contact details.

Who can train?

Everyone is welcome, normally the youngest players are 5 years old, for very young players concentrating for two hours is difficult and they can be very time consuming for coaches so what I suggest is to bring the youngest players on a warm and sunny Sunday and stay with them for around an hour and see how they get on. Different children have different capacity to learn and so cannot generalise. However if it is wet and cold then probably best to stay at home as there is little cover at Sawyers Hall ! If as a parent you want to pick up a stick and join in you are most welcome.

Final tournament

This is a league of like minded clubs in Essex and Herts which started in 2003 to encourage youngsters to play hockey regularly with regular games. Its mission is

*
To give all youngsters under the age of 12 years the chance to play competitive hockey

*
To give preference in selection to those not fortunate enough to play county or regional hockey

*
The aim is to promote playing hockey above the need to win.

*
Reward players and competitors equally at the end of season for taking part.

The Format for 2010 / 11 has changed a bit from last year. Firstly we will work on calendar years not school years for teams. This is a little confusing but we have gone in this direction because of the direction of England Hockey and to mirror the county set up. Previously U12 would have been school year 7 ( eg those older than 1st Sept) but now it is all those born in 1999/ 2000 based on calendar years and can involve children from two school years. This is how the county team set up works.
So if you are born in year

Or younger U10

There will be two sets of teams in this league U10 and U12 as 7 a side teams for boys and girls and then U14 will have 11 a side teams. This is to aid the transition to 11 a side hockey and club hockey.  The plan is to play U14 after the U10/12 games at the same venue.This year there are two leagues of six/seven  teams. We will play each other and then meet for a final tournament in May. This league works in a spirit of cooperation but the guidelines are  shown below.

This all sounds complicated but after the first fixture it will all be clear I promise!

Guidelines to make things run more smoothly ( the minimum possible) to ensure fairness and encourage a responsible attitude.

1. Age groups based on calendar year eg 01st Jan to 31st Dec,  U10 - 2001 birthday or younger, U12 1999 birthday or younger U14 1997 birthday or younger.
2. If coaches are fielding out of age players identify to other coach before the game. Generally rule is if the non conforming player influences the result of the game do play the game ( we are trying to get as many kids as possible playing as much as they can ) but points are awarded as a 4 -0 win  to other side.

3. Forfeited games scored as 4 goals to nil. Three points for win . 1 point for draw.   

4.  U10 no short corners U12 short corners included.
5. Games 10 mins each way U10, 15 mins each way U12.
6. Umpiring  - remember safety at all times , talking umpiring, support young umpires do not leave them alone , if necessary have senior coaching umpire stand behind them.

7. Host club should circulate schedule to other clubs 10 days before date of fixture.

8. Host club to circulate results to other competing clubs before sending to results secretary.

9. Coaches should manage teams to prevent winning by huge scores eg bringing on weaker players etc.

 I hope that you  now have a better idea about how we organise ourselves and what we are trying to achieve and I thank you in advance for your support and  participation. We are always short of helpers and if you want to get involved do not hesitate to speak up there is a job for everyone, not just running teams and coaching.

This year we want to take advantage of the new club website and are waiting for a youth section to be made active, we will try and post all notices on the main web site
